The French Society of Parasitology

The French Society of Parasitology (SFP for “Société Française de Parasitologie”) has been created in 1962 by Profs. Lucien Brumpt, Alain G. Chabaud, Robert P. Dollfus and Jean Biguet. This society rapidly set up a journal named "Annales de Parasitologie Humaine et Comparée", a reference journal in the field that greatly contributed to the development of Parasitology in France. The huge transformation of the French universities, at the end of the sixties, had positive consequences since a large number of new teams emerged all over  the country, notably in Montpellier area. In 1994, "Annales de Parasitologie Humaine et Comparée" gave birth to "Parasite", one of the few international journals of Parasitology treating of Systematics as a fundamental specific approach. The French School of Parasitology is still known as a scientific worldwide reference in Systematics disseminating well-appreciated scientists in various countries in the world.  Members of the SFP have also been particularly involved in epidemiological and clinical studies in the field of tropical parasitology and in the management of opportunistic parasites which emerged at the AIDS era.

Presently, the SFP gathers more than 300 members, from various origins:  scientists, vets, physicians, pharmacists, chemists. The society aims to stimulate interactions between professionals developing various scientific approaches from the unravelling of life cycles, host-parasite relationships, identification and evaluation of new markers for diagnosis and the development of new therapeutic targets. The SFP encourages young scientists to work in the field of Parasitology by attributing annually several prizes and awards . Relationships of the SFP with African and Mediterranean sister-societies are still active, and several joint meetings were recently organized with these societies. The SFP has a long tradition of stimulating scientific exchanges particularly at the European level, and promoting comparative parasitology by organising every year national meetings and regularly successful international congress: EMOP10 in 2008 and ICOPA 7 in 1990.
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
